Filtrex Water Re -use 
Split System  

How it works 
 

The Filtrex Water Re-use Split System treats 
black and greywater separately.  
 
The first stage of the process involves septic 
tanks which are used to break down solid waste 
and aid in the reduction of bacteria. The 
wastewater then travels by gravity into one of the 
cells via a diversion valve. If nutrient (phosphate) 
removal is required, amended soil is used to 
perform additional filtration. For the blackwater, 
the system is an alternating system with a 
diverter box which can change the flow of the 
effluent allowing one half to be shut off. This 
allows the unused half to dry out which 
rejuvenates the soilôs ability to receive effluent.  
For the greywater, a pump is used to irrigate the 
greywater via Geoflow drip lines to flower beds 
and garden areas. The drip lines which can be 
positioned according to customerôs needs.
